School. These classes include: Health 10, Body Maintenance, Safety,
and Health II. All sophomores are required to pass one semester of
health. In this class students began by studying the circulatory and
respiratory systems. This prepared the students for their unit on CPR.
Sophomores who passed the CPR course were certified by the Ameri-
can Red Cross. They also studied human reproduction and self es-
teem. Safety is a one semester class offered to sophomores, juniors,
and seniors. In this class students learn how to care for the human
body using basic first aid. They learned everything from CPR to treat-
ing insect bites. In Body Maintenance students spent half of the class
in the class room and the other half participating in aerobic activities.
In the class room they learned how to live healthy lifestyle. Health II
or Anatomy is a class offered to jnior and seniors. In this class stu-
dents studied cells, body systems, and skeletal and muscular systems.
They also learned about injuries and sports related injuries. On the
junior high level, Mrs. Seager taught both the seventh and eighth
graders. They studied many of the same things such as: physical
health, mental health, social health, communicable and noncommu-
nicable diseases, and first aid. Students also spent time studying
drugs and alcohol.
