COURSES

The vocational courses were an important
part of the Frankton High School curricu-
lum. The homemaking classes gave the
girls practical knowledge on practical
homemaking skills, such as cooking,
sewing, first aid, and nursing. More ad-
vanced classes specialized in child
development and child care. The shop
classes began electrical training with

the arrival of new electronics equip-
ment. The shop classes also included
woodworking, metal, and simple
mechanics. The agriculture classes con-
sisted of judging and the learning of
modern farm techniques. Students in
mechanical drawing classes learned basic
views of drawings. Later in the year,
they learned shop techniques to be used
the following year.
