Starting October of 
1992 the SAT's and the 
PSA T's will be changed. 
The new SAT, SAT-I will 
enhance areas the old 
SAT did not. This will ef­
fect any class after 1993 
who are planning to at­
tend college. This means 
the class of 1994 will be 
the first class to enter col­
lege with this new SAT. 

The verbal component 
of the SAT-I will focus on 
analogies and sentence­
based questions. The 
critical reading part of the 
SAT-I will focus even 
more on the ability to read 
critically, an undisputed 
instuction goal of both 
high school and college 
education. It will also be 
designed to reflect cur­
rent research in reading 
and cognitive science. 
The critical reading pas­
sages will be lengthy but 
well-written and read-

able, not overly dense or 
techinical , and with con­
textual information pro­
vided as appropiate. The 
third verbal type of ques­
tioning is vocabulary 
knowledge, but the anto­
nyms will be discontinued. 

The mathematical part 
of the new SAT-I will in­
clude proportionally more 
data interpretation and 
appiled mathematic ques­
tions, oriented to problem 
solving in practical , real­
life situations. The new 
enhancement in the new 
mathematical section will 
be in form of ten to fifteen 
questions for which stu­
dents will have to produce 
their own responses 
rather than have multiple 
choice. In this part a cal­
culator will be permitted to 
use on the test. So class 
of '94 good luck on the 
SAT-1!

The Electronic Book Shelf 
(EBS) is a new concept to 
Frankton's English classes. 
It is a favorite of the whole 
school. EBS is a program 
designed to get students to 
read a certain amount of 
books in a school year.

Mr. Sipe said, "I think it's a 
good, but not perfect pro­
gram that encourages stu­
dents to read more than they 
used to." Mrs. Lee said, "It's 
been fun and I enjoyed it." 
Mrs. Lee also mentioned that 
whether the students like it or 
not ~BS is here to stay, and 
that next year the tests will be 
administered in the class­
room.

Nobody 
ever said that 
learning was fun, 
but sometimes it 
can be interesting. 
This was the idea in 
mind when Frank­
ton added nine new 
courses to the cur­
riculum for the 
1991-92 school 
year. 

T h e s e 
courses were not 
your everyday 
math or English 
classes, rather they 
were courses that 
dealt with specific 
areas. Some fo­
cused on specific 

areas 1n the health 
field, while others 
did the same for the 
history , English , 
computer, and mu­
sical field . 

The health 
department gained 
three new courses 
from this curricu­
lum change. Ad­
vanced PE 1 and 
Body Maintenance 
were both one se­
mester physical fit­
ness classes that 
also taught the stu­
dents how their 
body works and 
how to keep it in 
shape.
