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1967 Ground was broken for the vocational school 
and was named in honor of John H. Hinds, 
teacher and administrator. 

1968 Birth of the "mighty" seniors. Senator Robert 
F . Kennedy was fatally shot. 

1969 Birth of the members of the class of 1988. Neil 
Armstrong was the first m~n to set foot on the 
moon. 

1970 Birth of the members of the sophomore class. 
Don Brown, father of teacher Phil Brown, re­
tired after teaching 43 years. 

1971 Birth of the members of the class of 1990. The 
voting age was changed from 21 to 18 by a 
Constitutional amendment. The first visit by a 
United States President, Richard Nixon, to 
Moscow for summit talks took place. 

1973 The construction of Elwood Community High 
School was completed and was opened to stu­
dents. The Watergate Trials began. 

1974 The graduation of Elwood Community High 
School's first class which included teachers, Di­
ana Weddell and Jane Scharff, took place. 

1977 George Dudley was appointed assistant superin­
tendent of the Elwood School Corporation. 
Charlotte Barr, English teacher, retired after 35 
years of teaching. John H. Hinds, teacher, vo­
cational school administrator, and assistant su­
perintendent, retired. 

1979 Blair Sullivan, Elwood High School principal, 
retired. Richard Merritt was appointed princi­
pal of Elwood Community High School. James 
Compton, math and Spanish teacher, was ap­
pointed assistant principal. Tom Austin was ap­
pointed principal of the Elwood Junior High 
School. Ninty people, including 63 Americans, 
were taken hostage at the American embassy in 
Tehran, Iran, by military student followers of 
Ayatollah Khomeini. 

1980 Richard Merritt was appointed superintendent 
of Elwood school system. Gordon Paquin was 
appointed principal of Elwood Community 
High School. Dan Rayshich was named Indiana 
Teacher of the Year. Former Beatie John Len­
non was fatally shot. Ronald Reagan was elect­
ed the 40th President of the United States. 
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The high school years are a very special time. 
It is a time period involving both the good and 
the not so good. A time we, Elwood Community 
High School students, will always pause to re­
member. 

The "not so good" times of the growing-up 
years consist of difficulties and complexities. 
These include feelings of insecurity and a lack of 
confidence; the desire to belong, to be liked, and 
accepted; feelings of or the fear of rejection;

They can only be cher­
ished and looked back upon with laughter, tears, 
and warm feelings.

Mr. Compton was responsible for the 
initiation of this new program and de­
signed the letter. He felt that if some­
one could be rewarded for athletics, 
then why not academic performance 
also. Mr. Compton stated, "The main 
business of school is education, and stu­
dents who learn what they are supposed 
to learn should be recognized." He felt 
it was time that something be done 
about recognizing academic achieve­
ment. Students, teachers, and adminis­
trators are very pleased with this new 
program.

Mr. Rayshich has met with much 
success since his childhood of pover­
ty and depression. As a Serbian im­
migrant's son, Mr. Rayshich began 
the first grade unable to speak the 
English language. Because of preju­
dice against decent foreigners and 
the mistreatment in school that he 
endured, Mr. Rayshich knew at a 
very young age that his goal was to 
improve the concern for humanity in 
the educational system. Remember­
ing the words of his parents, "Accept 
the tasks before you as a challenge," 
he decided to set his goals high. He 
became an honor student, was presi­
dent of his class, and was captain of 
his basketball team and baseball 
team. 

After graduation from high school 
Mr. Rayshich worked to put his 
three younger brothers through col­
lege. After 20 years of trade experi­
ence he terminated his employment 
and attended Purdue University 
where he received a masters degree 

and a bachelors degree. 
In 1964 Mr. Rayshich came to El­

wood to start a machine shop. Since 
then he has become well-known and 
very well-liked in Elwood as well as 
throughout the state of Indiana. Mr.

HONORS CLASSES 
Two years ago in 1985 the 

teachers and administrators 
decided that it was time for 
Elwood High School to start 
an honors enrichment pro­
gram and classes. Visits 
were made to other schools, 
and a program was devel­
oped that would work in our 
system. This program be­
came an extension of the ex­
isting C.L.U.E. program in 
elementary and junior high. 
Freshman honors world his­
tory and English students 
are selected by the following 
criteria: pre-test in world 

history and English, stanine 
and achievement scores, 
past performance, desire to 
be in the class, and a total of 
18-22 students are admit­
ted. 

The classes strive to cre­
ate challenging activities 
and stress higher order 
thinking skills. Both teach­
ers planned a coordinated 
curriculum, and the classes 
take the humanities ap­
proach. Since these students 
read and write well, more 
material can be covered in a 
shorter time. Different ac-

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tivities are included in the 
honor classes and different 
material is covered. Writing 
and individual assignments 
are stressed. Debates are en­
couraged and guest speakers 
are invited. The highlight of 
the year was the Medieval 
pilgrimage and banquet. 

The program constantly 
requires revision as the stu­
dents change. It is a contro­
versial emerging program 
that is mandated by the 
state of Indiana and our 
school system.

Father Raczek welcomed the students, pre­
sented information on the importance of the 
church in Medieval times, and shared much 
about Elwood's church. Mr. James Compton 
portrayed King Henry VIII, and Mrs. Beverly 
Austin played his wife, Anne Boleyn. 

Kim Brown, the surveyor, announced the vari­
ous activities at the banquet. The banquet was 
held at Mangus Cafeteria which was trans­
formed into "Mangas Manor" and was deco­
rated in a fashion appropriate to the time.
