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Learning for the future

The Industrial Arts Department taught fundamental skills in
basic electricity, basic woods, metals and printing. Some of the
things students learned were the elementary laws of electricity, the
use of woodworking tools, the measuring, cutting, shaping and
welding of metals, the use of metals, and the use of a printing
press.

In classes such as Foods | and Il, Family Management, Child
Development, Marriage and Family and Clothing | and II, students
were taught how to manage a family, to balance a budget, to make
clothing, and to cook a meal.

The Agriculture Department taught the importance of the farm-
ing industry in classes such as Livestock, Soil Crops, Agricultural
Economics, and Agricultural Construction.

The science classes this year went on
their annual field trip to Chicago. Included
in the trip were the Science & Industry
building, the Field Museum and other inter-
esting sites of Chicago.

Physical Education teaches the different ways to keep the body
in shape and to perform to the maximum by doing exercises and
playing various games.
