A school is the ground upon which the little acorns are cast. \Whether
these acorns develop into sturdy handsome oaks or scrubs or do not grow
at all depends upon several things: the soundness of the acorn, conditions
of the soil, and the climate. The unsound worm eaten acorn will not even
germinate, The smooth fertile plains of the temperate zone make it possible
for the sound acorn to grow into an oak of greater size and beauty while
the barren wind swept, rock strewn mountain or the frigid zone would retard
if not prevent its growth.

The unsound acorn cannot be helped by the schools, but the school can
till and enrichen the soil upon which the acorns are thrown that the sound
healthy ones may grow and flourish. This thing F. H. S. has endeavored
to do and has done.

The soil upon which the future oaks are cast is the equipment, curriculum,
and instructors. This soil may or may not be rich. In the case of F. H. =.
it is of the best. The climate is the progressiveness and the spirit of the
pupils and instructors. Here at F. H. S. the climate 1s enhanced by the
spirit of friendly co-operation and by the helpfulness of the instructors toward
higher attainments in all phases of life.

The growth of F. H. S. itself may be likened to that of an oak. It
started in a small way under rather adverse conditions, but the acorn proved
sound and sturdy. It has made a slow dependable growth for many years
and in the last several years it has grown to be one of the very best of its
kind in the school forest of Indiana. It tosses mighty branches to the breeze
and shelteringly hovers over all the acorns committed to 1ts care. The man-
agement and supervision are most efficient, the equipment modern and the
principles lofty. Every condition is made tavorable for the acorns cast upon
it, that they may grow and flourish.
