First. an y one w ill 
admit that a sick child breaks clown the chain of action n ecessary to nrom ote the be3t 
1·esults that are to be obtained by a complete and n o rma l funct.ionin-g of the system. 
Second , a s ick child affects the entire system. f or the reason that he at once become.:: 
a liability not o nly as a un i t out of t u ne wi th the general p rogram . but as a menace 
to t he e ntire school b ody. esp ecially if this illness o1· su bn onm1al condition is clue to 
contag·ious dise a se . to . ay nothing of t h e nossible loss of lif e. which nu\· indirect!\· 
ur di{·ectly r es u lt. ::\ow ' with these p oin ts- estab l ished one m ay easily f~el that the 
pos itio n of the h ealt h d epartment is important. that is when it can function properly. 

T hi s as w e ll as all things t hat pertain to the b est inlerests of the entire syste:n 
costs mone~· and if the s uffici e n t funds are not at hand o n e cannot expect this t J 

f u nct ion p r operly. It is n ecessa1·y to provide enough m o n ey for this purpose if we 
are to expect the best r esults . The p1·oper health departm ent of any institution \\·ould 
be one which consisted of a body of m en or w o m e n co mposed of members of the 
officia l board and a s many others as w ere needed. h ead ed by lhe school ph~·sicia n. 
A l l q u est ion s of policy and matters of emergency s h o uld be acted upon b~· this bod~·. 

T he r u les and r egulations of o ur departm ent are m a de wilh tl1 e idea of obta inine: 
t h e best res u lts f or t he s tudent body and n ot for the conven ie n ce of an~· one person 
o r g- r o up of p e r son s . T here have been a f e w t hal have taken the position that they 
a r c o f n o va lu e and m erely made to creat tro u b le. 1\' e w ould feel vain if s u ch \Y en:­
n o t t l1e case, f o1· if we did not rec eive complaints , we would n ol kno w that the s ~·s­
t e m was wo r ki n g . A s a matter of fact the p u blic a ::; a whole has been Yery fair and 
the depa r tment wants to express it appreciati o n.

T he girls were talented singer and one was especiall y gifted a s a reader and im per­
_onator. T he unique part of the prog-arm was a clever little playlet entitl ed "School 
Days." 

T he second number was given Dece mber :3 , b y Harold E. Banta, an impersonator, 
cartooni t, and mu sician . Mr. Banta' program incl ud ed pia nologu es, charac t er im­
personations, picture drawing, hum or ous talks , songs, and many jokes . Mr. Banta 
howed g r eat ability in hi s imper sona t ions of an Eng:li h nobl ema n, of a good old New 

England deacon, and of an Italian. H e conclud ed his program w ith an imper sona t ion 
of A braham Lincoln, giYing the Gettys burg: adclre s. Throug:h ou~ the enti r e evening­
the audience wa kept laughing a t the clevern ess and humor of l\Ir. Ba nta. 

On F ebruary 12, Mr. Robert G. K m ple wa t o have delivered a n address for the 
third number. but was unable to keep his eng-a.e:emen t because of illness. H owever, 
a sub titute \\·as sent in the person of Mr. Robert Burns. l\lr. Burn s ,g·ave a stining· 
lecture on Abra ha m Linc oln . H e kn ew every phase of hi s subj ect well and presen ted 
hi material in a pleasi ng, forceful mann e r. 

"The Poor s" came in March wi t h a progTam Lhat broug ht the lyce um course to a 
fitting close. Ir. a nd Mrs. P oo r have had much experience a s enterta iners and mu sic­
ians and their number were given with a touch which onl y they could give . The 
couple pl ea sed t he audience very mu ch with thei1· excell ent p r ogram.
