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History of 2A and 2B Classes

N September of 1917 a group of boys

and girls from Elwood and the sur-

rounding country came to the E. H.

S. along with the Sophomores, Juniors

and Seniors. They were all happy as they

entered the building in which they were to

spend most of the time for the next four years,

where they were to have much enjoyment,
but at the same time must work very hard.

In the first semester, after getting settled
down to work they attracted the attention ol
all the teachers and many of the students of
the other classes because of their ability to
work and make high grades.

In January of 1918 another group of boys
and girls came to the High School. They soon
proved to have the same ability towards work
¢nd making high grades as the class of Fresh-
men which entered in the fall.
